Seidl PhD, RN will present Evidence Based Practice vs. Performance Improvement and the second speaker will be Edie Brous, RN Esq.  speaking about Legal Issues in Emergency Nursing.   The cost of the conference is $25.00 in advance and $35.00 at the door.
Continuing Education credits are being worked on at this time.

Ms. Schoolden reminded the board that a business meeting will take place following the conference.

Tables will be set-up for vendors and it was recommended that the Maryland State ENA have a table to sell supplies such as shirts, pens, etc.   Ms. Schoolden opened up an invitation for anyone who may be interested in manning the tables.
