	   A.  Ms. Fox presented the following items during her President’s Report:

1. Our chapter is still in need of a President-elect for next year.

2. A conference will be held on November 4, 2011 at HCH- “Advances in Pediatric Medicine.”

3. Ms. Fox reminded everyone that the National ENA Conference will be held in Tampa Bay, FL this year. The General Assembly will be Sept. 20-22 and the Scientific Assembly and Exhibits will be Sept. 22-24.

   B.  Ms. Fox reported on topics from the ENA Weekly News highlighting
         issues of concern and interest to ENA members. Among those were:

1. A hospital in Florida hopes to save taxpayers money with emergency room pre-screenings.
2. One U.S. hospital is working to reduce wait times in the emergency room by directing less urgent patients to other health care providers.
3. A just-published study in JAMA reported that the number of urban ERs declined 27 percent in the last decade (to 1,779 from 2,446), even as patient traffic increased.  A health care consulting firm says that nationally, the ER wait-time averages around four hours.
4. As part of the national healthcare reform mandate, accountable care organizations (ACOs) are slated to roll out next year. Nurses are trying to understand, and assert, their roles within these new entities.
5. Value-Based Purchasing is Changing Nursing.
6. US News & World Report reported that heart attack victims face a greater risk of dying when ambulances are diverted.
7. The nursing shortage continues, with demand for RNs up 53% in 2011.
8. KPMG released the 2011 U.S. hospital labor costs study.
According to the survey, the all-in cost of a full-time direct care hospital registered nurse (RN) is on average $98,000/year ($45/hour), of which only $55,739 is base wages ($25.84/hour).
