	President’s Report

	   A.  Ms. Fox presented the following items during her Mid-Maryland
         Chapter ENA President’s Report:

1. There is an ENPC course in Rockville on May 25 and 26. Spaces are still available.

2. The election of ENA National Board candidates takes place this month. Members are encouraged to vote. Voting will take place on line. Several members from Maryland are running for office.

3. A motion was made to vote to approve $312.00 (based on $1 per MMC member) from MMC for the ENAF State Challenge. A vote was taken and it was unanimously approved. 

4. The MMC is still in need of a President – Elect. No one present volunteered.

5. Maryland ENA officer job descriptions and job transition guidelines are now available for the current officers to sign. The MMC officers were asked to sign their job descriptions at the conclusion of the meeting.
6. A conference will be held on November 4, 2011 at HCH- “Advances in Pediatric Medicine.”

7. The National ENA Conference will be held in Tampa Bay, FL this year. The General Assembly will be Sept. 20-22 and the Scientific Assembly and Exhibits will be Sept. 22-24.
a.    Delegate point sheets are due to Pam by June 8th, who must get them to Ms. Caroline Doyle, by June 16.

b.    This year one delegate “mentee” from each chapter in Maryland will be encouraged to attend the General Assembly. Anyone interested in being MMC’s mentee needs to have attended either one chapter or state meeting this year and let Ms. Fox know of their interest by June 8th.
c.    Scholarships will be available through ENA and MMC.

   B.  Ms. Fox reported on topics from the ENA Weekly News highlighting
         issues of concern and interest to ENA members. Among those were:

1. There was a recent study that validated that patient mortality increases as staffing decreases. ED docs reported that 80% of their departments saw increased patients in 2010. There is a need for ER resources to grow as admissions increase.

2. Using rear-facing car seats for children until 24 months of age has proven to be 75% safer. Another study reported that young children are able to unbuckle their seatbelts.
3. ER boarding of psych patients has increased. One organization has used a 7- prong approach for psych boarding. Also, suicide prevention posters in waiting rooms have shown to be a success  in the recognition and management of suicide.
4. Many patients have opted not to fill their prescriptions due to the associated costs.

5. In a recent salary survey, experienced nurses are gaining ground in their pay.

6. There has been a public citizen call for a ban on latex gloves.
7. National Nurses Week is focusing on the nursing shortage. 

8. The use of social media can be hazardous to a nurse’s career. The dos and don’ts of using social media for nurses have been published.

9. A recent article in Pediatrics reported that children can be safely sedated by non-anesthesiologists.

    C.  Ann May reported that she is working on illness prevention for strokes.
