	President’s Report

	   A.  Ms. Fox presented the following items during her President’s Report:

1. Our chapter is still in need of a President-elect for next year.

2. A conference will be held on November 4, 2011 at HCH- “Advances in Pediatric Medicine.”

3. Ms. Fox reminded everyone that the National ENA Conference will be held in Tampa Bay, FL this year. The General Assembly will be Sept. 20-22 and the Scientific Assembly and Exhibits will be Sept. 22-24.

b.    Ms. Fox reported the each state was asked to bring a pair of decorative shoes to the Convention and enter them into a contest. Later, the shoes will be donated. Maryland will be donating a pair of Tom Shoes.
   B.  Ms. Fox reported on topics from the ENA Weekly News that  highlight
         issues of concern and interest to ENA members. Among those were:

1. As the U.S. rolls out the federal health reform law, California RNs are preparing to play a larger role in the health care system.
2. A nearby primary care clinic was opened to help ease overcrowding at the Grady Memorial Hospital in Atlanta, GA.
3. The ER at Sinai Hospital in Baltimore was the first ER in Maryland to receive ENA’s inaugural Lantern Award. There were 20 winners nationwide. 
4. An ER nurse manager in Carlisle, PA recently lost her job for refusing to increase nurse/patient ratios as a way to decrease wait times.
5. According to Nurse.com, of 20 occupations tracked between 2005 and 2009, nurses had the 3rd highest proportion of workplace violence inflicted upon them. Between 8-15% of ER RNs are victims of physical violence each week.
6. Evidence shows that patient outcomes improve when nurses have a BSN. “The Future of Medicine” (a study done by the Institute of Medicine and the Robert Wood Johnson) is calling for 80% of RNs to have a BSN by 2020. A recent study done by Nursing Management revealed that only 56.4% of nurse managers think that the BSN should be the entry level for nursing. The majority of nurses do not have a BSN. Barriers to attaining a BSN were discussed.

7. A patient in Illinois reported that during her ER visit that she was very happy to be asked by an ER nurse if she “Felt safe at home.” Her response was used to highlight the importance of conducting routine domestic violence screens.

8. According to research at Johns Hopkins, uninsured trauma patients are more likely to use the ER for follow-up care. 
9. Another JH study suggested that unfamiliarity with surroundings may have contributed to an increase in serious medication errors by ER temporary staff.
10. The ER at Sarasota Memorial Hospital is facing a federal review due to deficiencies related to care of pregnant women, especially those in the first trimester.
