	NEW BUSINESS


	Jeff Jefferies introduced guest, Rosemary Mortimer, RN MNA President; Faculty at Johns Hopkins University. She gave a presentation on MNA that included its history. Founded over 100 years ago, in 1903, MNA’s efforts have focused on practice, educational, political, and professional issues that impact RNs in our state. MNA awards an array of Nursing Scholarships. MNA districts are regional throughout the state. MNA also has a paid lobbyist to support its’ cause/efforts. Personal reasons for joining MNA vary from networking opportunities to professional growth. Benefits for joining range from discounted (member-only) convention rates to access to MNA and ANA websites and newspaper to working on committees. MNA is an affiliate of ANA. There are currently over 1600 members in the MNA.
For an annual fee of $250, MD ENA can renew our affiliate membership to MNA. There is no conflict with our affiliation with MNA; it has been approved by National ENA and David Westman, if MD ENA decides to do so. MNA is 501( c )3 and is non-partisan per Rosemary. Benefits to MD ENA would include a seat and a vote at the Legislative Committee (min. of once a month, usually the 2nd Monday). Can attend by conference call. It is recommended that the same person attends the committee meeting each month. MD ENA can publish articles in the newspaper “The Maryland Nurse”. 

LMNO has been defunct-not much since 2006. Kathy Hall had resigned. Because of a previous disconnect with communication between MNA and MD ENA, MD ENA dropped off when LMNO stopped meeting. Rosemary is hoping to reactivate LMNO in October 2009 when she becomes the Immediate Past-President. For an extra $25 fee, MD ENA can be a part of the LMNO.
