· The American Academy of Pediatrics has issued a new choking policy.

· National Poison Prevention Week is next week, March 14 - 20. Pam reminded all attendees that every week is Poison Prevention week and to remind parents, babysitters and grandparents to child proof their homes.

· Railroad Crossing safety and calling 911 appropriately are other initiatives being undertaken.

· Lisa Tenney inquired as to whether any hospitals are applying for a HRSA UASIG (Urban Area Security Initiative Grant) that requires 20% of the $147,000 grant to go towards education. Apparently, the grant requires facilities to commit to caring for 100 walking wounding, and hold 3 critical care trauma pediatric patients and 10 critical care trauma adult patients for 3 days, prior to transfer to a specialty hospital. Holy Cross is considering applying for the grant and using the grant to provide ENPC and TNCC classes for ER staff. Sandy Waak explained that the classes are posted on the web site and available for interested people to sign up. However, no additional classes have been added at this time.
